Many of you came forward to place your
mark there and others of you were making a mental assessment. It was both a challenging and
humorous way to think about how well we are doing in our walk with God.

The passage begins by recognizing the precious gift that we have received from God,
our faith. Peter then encourages, urges, and admonishes us to take seriously the faith that we
have received from God by adding to our faith the character qualities of: goodness, knowl-
edge, self-control, perseverance, goodness, brotherly-kindness, and love. The passage con-
cludes with a guarantee that if we will possess these qualities we will be kept from being un-
productive and ineffective in our knowledge of Christ.
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every effort to add these character qualities to your faith? Have you been challenged by these
words as | have been?

Here is what | would like to suggest. None of us ever arrives at a complete knowledge
of our faith until we are at home with Christ in heaven. Until then we are called to grow in our
spiritual walk. Adding to our faith the character qualities mentioned above. We all have work
to do in growing in our walk with God. We do this through worship, Bible study, and fellow-
ship with one another. | would encourage you as we move in to September to consider how
you will make every effort to add to your faith.
