Stuffed Shells (Beth Borgman) 

1 chicken boiled and boned 

1 box jumbo shells 

1 box Stovetop Stuffing mix 

1 cup chicken broth 

¾ cup milk 

¼ cup margarine 

2 cans cream of chicken soup (plus additional milk to dilute cream of chicken soup) 

8 oz. mild cheddar cheese, shredded  

 



(cont)  Cook shells according to package directions.  Prepare stuffing with chicken broth, milk and 
margarine.  Add cooked chicken to stuffing and stuff into shells.  (The stuffed shells can be frozen

ded cheese and cover with foil.  Bake at 350 for 30 minutes.  Remove foil and bake an additional

Swiss Chicken Casserole (Alice Kooyers) 

4 cups diced, cooked chicken 

2 cups diced celery 

2 cups toasted bread cubes 

1 cup salad dressing 

¾ cup milk 

¼ cup diced onion 

8 oz. Swiss cheese, grated 

¼ cup toasted, slivered almonds
