Guatemala Mission trip 
 The Guatemala mission trip is now less than a month away.  The team leaves from Detroit on 
Friday, June 26, and return on Friday, July 3. These next few weeks will be spent in prayer and 
preparation. 

 

 You may wonder exactly what we will be doing in Guatemala.  Three days of our trip will be 
devoted to building four homes.   Our group of 18 will be split into smaller teams of 4-5 people and 
each smaller team will start and complete a home in just three days.  We are covering the materials 
cost of $900 per home.  The homes are constructed of metal studs, drywall, and cement board.  
Most construction is done with screws and therefore within the ability level of all participants.  On 
the third day the homes are dedicated.  Each family is presented with the gospel, and many, after 
experiencing the love of Jesus Christ lived out by the group, accept our Lord as their personal Sav-
ior.   

 

Two days of our trip will be devoted to village ministry through remote medical clinics.  These 
days will begin with working at the mission house preparing medicine and food to be given to the 
families in the villages.  On each day we will travel to a separate village, generally 2-3 hours from 
the mission base.  We will spend these mornings sorting and preparing medicine, toys, soap, beans, 
rice and Bibles.  We are contributing $2,000 toward these medical clinics.  We will leave for the 
villages early afternoon and upon arrival set up and start the medical clinic. 

 

  Six to eight group members will be needed in the clinic and the rest of the group will interact 
with the children in the village. Once it is dark we will begin the Jesus Film.  After the Jesus Film, 
a native pastor will share the gospel message and give an opportunity to accept Jesus Christ as their 
personal Savior.  After the invitation, we will pray with each one accepting Christ and given them a 
Bible or New Testament�² usually their very first!  After this, each family of the village will be 
given about a 3-day supply of food (beans, rice, etc.), soap and other items.  The group will return 
to the base about midnight.

Pray for good 
health.  Pray for the Paradise Bound team in Guatemala that will host us.  Pray for flexibility and 
positive attitudes.  Pray for energy and enthusiasm for our work.  Pray for meaningful, supportive, 
caring interactions between the team members and with everyone we encounter.  Pray that we re-
flect Christ at all times. Pray for our families back home.
